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EWING CYO CONTINUES TO
SUCCEED WITH “IN-PERSON"
LEARNING IN OUR
PRE-SCHOOL PROGRAM

As we told you in the last issue of the Marquee, Ewing CYO Pre-School
has been open for in-person learning and childcare since August 31, 2020.
It is now April 2021, and our program continues to thrive and we can
proudly state that we have had no cases of COVID-19 present themselves
at our center! Of course things are a bit different than they had been in
the past. All children and staff are wearing masks throughout the day and
are keeping up with the stringent hand washing, cleaning and disinfecting
practices mandated by state and local health departments and the New
Jersey Office of Licensing. However, despite the fact that we have been unable to offer field trips or on-site special programs, we are
creatively using technology to bring some special enrichment activities to our children. This was made possible by a New Jersey
State COVID-19 Stabilization Grant which allowed us to purchase not only Personal Protective Equipment, cleaning/sanitizing supplies
and additional toys and games for our classrooms, but also new state-of-the-art computers that enabled us to bring some wonderful
virtual programs to our children. In February, Vereen Music, which offers music therapy services as well as music instruction,
presented a 4 week virtual music program in each of our two classrooms. On Tuesday, February 9 and Friday, February 26 we enjoyed
another virtual music program presented by Dr. Ingrid Ladendorf of The College of New Jersey and her music students similar to the
program they offered our children in person prior to COVID-19. Dr. Ladendorf and her students taught the children about some of the
instruments in the orchestra and played each of the instruments for them so they could hear the different sounds. In March and April,
the New Jersey League of Storytellers did virtual interactive storytelling sessions in each of our classrooms. As you can see in the
picture above, each child received a special hat so they could participate in the story of “Pete the Cat” along with the talented ladies
presenting the story. We are hoping to be able to make this a once a month activity for the balance of the school year.

Furthermore, now that spring has sprung, the children have been engaged in planting activities our on our playground, some of our
plants have begun to grow and sprout some beautiful flowers!

So, to make a long story short, while COVID 19 has certainly changed our ways of doing things, it certainly has not stopped us from
offering our children diverse, high quality enrichment activities to enhance their learning experiences here at CYO!
